 My school is a caring place. 

 I feel like am part of my school. 

 All my teachers make me feel welcome in their class. 

 A teacher or some other adult from my school will care if I miss a day of school. 

 Adults from my school care about me. 

 The school rules are fair. 

 All students are treated the same if they break school rules. 

 There is at least one adult from my school who listens to me when I 

have something to say. 

 When I need help with schoolwork, I can ask a teacher. 

 If I have a problem, there is an adult from school that I can talk to. 

 My teachers expect me to do my best all the time. 

 When I want to give up, my teacher says I should keep trying. 

 Adults from my school make sure all students get what they need 

to be successful. 

 My school is a place where students feel encouraged. 
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Safety Survey Items (13) 
 
 Adults from my school work hard to make sure students are safe. 

 Adults from my school handle safety concerns quickly. 

 Adults from my school stay calm when dealing with bad behavior. 

 I feel safe in my classes. 

 Adults from my school care about my physical safety. 

 I feel comfortable stating my opinion in class even if others disagree. 

 Students from this school respect each other’s differences (such as gender, 

culture, race, religion, ability). 

 Adults from this school respect students’ differences (such as gender, culture, 

race, religion, ability). 

 Students being mean or hurtful to other students is NOT a problem for this 

school. 

 We are taught ways to stop mean or hurtful behavior when we see it happen. 

 Students being mean or hurtful to other students online (such as websites and 

apps) is NOT a problem for my school. 

 If students are mean or hurtful to other students during school, there is a safe 

way to report it to an adult. 

 If a student reports being treated in a mean or hurtful way, the adults will do 

something to help. 
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
